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Abstract

This thesis is submitted to King Abdul Aziz University in Jeddah as a master
degree project in Islamic studies specialized in Qur’an and Asunnah. The research
is a part of professor’s Muhammad Awad Bin Laden project in Qur’anic studies.
His project is called (A COLLECTION OF INTERPRETATIONS) and it is titled
(A COMPREHENSIVE COLLECTION OF QUR’ANIC INTERPRETATIONS:
NARRATIVE AND COMPREHENSION. COLLECTION AND STUDY OF
VERSES (153 - 171) FROM CHAPTER 3: AL-IMRAN.

The research objectives are: Identify the sources of interpretation and curricula
of the interpreters, experience combination between the comments of the
interpreters, practical application for courses of the methodical year, and exert the
efforts in order to output an interpretation encyclopedia which has sober scientific
approach.

The research plan is: collecting interpretation of Qur’anic verses that were
mentioned in the heritage of the prophet (Peace be upon him), his companions, and



their followers (May Allah be pleased with them). Also, collecting what related to
interpretations by Narration (Riwaya), such as reasons of revelation, frequent
readings and their directions, and interpretations Qur’an by Qur’an. Also,
interpretation by Knowledge (Diraya) and what related to it, such as Relationship
between verses, purposes, language, syntactic analysis, rhetorical methods, verses
statutes, benefits, elicitations, synoptic interpretation, and what related to the holy
verses. Study this combination and indicate what proves attributed to its narrator
and what doesn’t prove, what is true and not. And reconcile between any seemed
conflicts or use preference between them. Doing all that through printed and
reciprocal interpretations books which were created by Islamic Studies
Department, section of Qur’an and Asunnah.

This thesis has introduction, two units, and conclusion. First unit: Continuation
of Uhud Battle and its lessons, verses (153-164). This unit contains four chapters.
Second Unit: Guidance for believers about some Pharisees’ demerits, status of
Martyrs, verses (165-171). This Unit has two chapters.

Finally, I concluded to several important results. The most important one is that
the Islamic scholars through history were very careful with Qur’anic
interpretations and that had created a lot of categorized interpretations books. In
addition, most of the archaeological interpretations books are dependable. On the
other hand, most of the conflicts between interpreters were diversity conflicts not
antibiosis conflicts. I recommend my university and deanship of graduate studies
to complete this blessed project.
